Dee will be bringing a box of goodies for us to peruse and buy at much reduced prices. An excellent opportunity to start buying your Christmas presents early, without going to busy shops or scanning catalogues. What could be better than quality individual pieces of work?
Materials and equipment:
Your own choice of prose; 5-10 words max - these will be combined with pattern - no need to go overboard with many words. You may need fewer, so bring a choice.
• Cartridge paper for practise, smooth, about 200gsm and -
• HP Paper, smooth, robust (300gsm) when using (wet) colour.
• Geometry equipment e.g. compass, small set square etc. for pattern making - bring what you have - keep your options open.
• Pens. A range of technical pens.
I have used “uni-ball” (black) sizes 0.2 mm – 0.7mm on the handout worksheet, but
also sizes in between and larger would be useful to give you scope. Coloured monoline
(not square edge) pens could also be useful.
• Colour - good selection of colours for pattern work etc. Gouache for dense finish so bring brushes/water pot; you may have pens which produce permanent non fading, smooth blocks of colour – much on the ‘market’ now.
• Repositionable glue. Important as you must be able to lift and move pieces of your
paste-ups around to improve lettering positions, spaces & margins.
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
