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What-to-bring:
· Small pieces of smooth surface good quality thick paper -watercolour HP 

· Several sheets A4 good quality cartridge

· sheet of textured, coloured paper - 'pastel' paper or Ingres paper (I'll bring some)

· Transfer Gold - I'll have some to sell by the sheet but I buy it at Schlag - imitation gold & silver, and there's a mottled version which is rather fun; optional, and I'll bring a bit.

· Gold gouache - Schmincke is best, Winsor & Newton next best. Sharing is fine, you'll only need a bit. Don't bother with bottled gold inks.

· Gold acrylic paints in tubes - any make, for sharing - they're all very different, and we'll experiment

· Removable tape (blue core) 

· dead credit card - for spreading the acrylic

· Powdered gum sandarac, and powdered pounce - if you have any (I'll bring some) for rubbing down the gold so you can write on it

· Kitchen roll, cotton wool pads for rubbing in the powder.
· Stickies; 

· PVA and a cheap flat brush for spreading

· any of the following - Miniatum, Acrylic gold size, acrylic gloss medium, Wundasize.

· Oil pastels
· Dip pens (cleaned up - no black ink!) ruler, pencil, board if you need one
